They may malfunction or become
deformed.

— Near strong magnetic fields or mechanical
vibration. The camcorder may malfunction.

— Near strong radio waves or radiation. The
camcorder may not be able to record
properly.

— Near AM receivers and video equipment.
Noise may occur.

— Sandy beach or anywhere dusty. If sand or
dust getsin your camcorder, it may
malfunction. Sometimes this malfunction
cannot be repaired.

— Near windows or outdoors, where the LCD
screen, the viewfinder, or the lens may be
exposed to direct sunlight. This damages
the inside of the viewfinder or the LCD
screen.

— Anywhere very humid.

Operate your camcorder on DC 7.2V (battery

pack) or DC 8.4V (AC Adaptor).

For DC or AC operation, use the accessories

recommended in these operating instructions.

Do not let your camcorder get wet, for

example, from rain or seawater. If your

camcorder gets wet, it may malfunction.

Sometimes this malfunction cannot be

repaired.

If any solid object or liquid getsinside the
casing, unplug your camcorder and have it
checked by a Sony dealer before operating it
any further.

Avoid rough handling, disassembling,
